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Purebred Registered Shetland Ponies only, are eligible for trophies.

Entries are accepted from financial members of the Society who exhibit in Shetland classes

If there are no Shetland classes at a show, then pony classes will be accepted. Miniature classes are not accepted.
Only one breed class can be counted from a single show—i.e. you cannot count results from Shetland and Pony
classes from the same show.

If there is confusion, the committee has the right to determine when an entry for a non-Shetland class is able to be
accepted.

Trophies must be returned to us prior to the following AGM, cleaned, engraved and in good condition.
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Ist to 4th Placings, plus Champion, Reserve Champion and Supreme results are to be recorded on the enclosed
Results Sheet which you will keep for the show season.

At the end of the season, prior to the AGM we will request completed Results Sheets be sent to us.

If you have results for more than one pony, you will need to photocopy this form. Please ensure you use one form
per pony, and one form per category. Please state clearly the type of class & pony’s age for which the result is
recorded.
